The vast majority of foods are better fresh. (Even if most people are willing to eat that food when its not fresh, '8
if it tastes better fresh it falls into this category.) One may cook meat, fish or chicken & bake cake, cookies or bread.
Some foods such as Jell-O (depending on the brand) and frozen desserts (even those that have a part which is baked)
are just as good if made before Yom Tov. Depending on how one makes his Cholent it is also just as good if put up

on Thursday afternoon as on Friday. However, if Yom Tov is Thursday and Friday, one would be able to put cholent
up on Thursday night or Friday of Yom Tov as the cholent will not be as good if it is put up on Wednesday
afternoon.
